Last Thursday's annual club meeting heard that 14 such children are currently receiving college aid. The meeting also heard testimony from police and fire chiefs, Gov. John Lynch and Attorney General Michael Delaney about how the Hundred Club's efforts are appreciated by the men and women who, as Lynch said, put their lives on the line for all of us each day they go to work.

Manchester Fire Chief James Burkush, as an example, noted the presence of city firefighter Josh Guay. Guay was there as a member of the combined police and firefighters Pipe and Drum Corps. But he was also one of the men who went into the raging waters above the Amoskeag Dam last Monday to rescue a father and two little girls.
